Since the Quran was revealed
with Tajweed, it is compulsory to recite the Quran
with Tajweed. We also know that Allah Ta'ala has
made it compulsory upon us to learn Tajweed be-
cause without the knowledge of Tajweed, we

will not be able té recite the Quran with Tajweed.
